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Goals:

· To learn how to function as a physician in an Internal Medicine and Surgery context

· To develop a successful approach to solving patient-based problems in Internal Medicine and Surgery

· To acquire the knowledge and skills to evaluate and manage the core diagnoses in Internal Medicine and Surgery

· To learn of opportunities associated with a career in Internal Medicine and Surgery

Overview:

Surgery rotation will consist of a combination of inpatient and outpatient activities

Medicine rotation will consist of inpatient activities

Sample Schedule

Surgery: Four weeks of Inpatient General Surgery rotation, which includes ½ to one full day of General Surgery ambulatory clinic per week.  Two (2-week) electives in Inpatient Surgery Specialties which students choose. Specialties include Vascular, Burn/Peds Surgery, Plastics, ENT, Orthopedics and Urology.

Medicine: Six weeks on Inpatient Internal Medicine rotation.  Two weeks of elective inpatient rotation – for most students, this will be on Cardiac Stepdown. Other possible rotations include Hem/Onc and Medical Intensive Care Stepdown.

Patient-based Experiences:

· Experience on inpatient Surgery and Medicine wards

· Surgery clinic experience

· OR experience

· On-call time in Medicine and Surgery

· Bedside Teaching/Rounds in Medicine and Surgery

On call:

Surgery – Call averages every 7th night where students take Trauma call. 

Medicine – students take call following their assigned intern’s call schedule, staying until 10pm, with the goal of admitting at least 1 patient – overnight call is optional and encouraged
                            

Faculty Supervision:

· Ward Attendings in Medicine and Surgery

· Review of physical exam concepts, presentations and bedside exams with Teaching Attendings in Medicine

· Surgery Preceptor for General Surgery rotation.  Each surgery student is also assigned a Preceptor for each Surgery Specialty rotation. Students attend Outpatient clinics with their preceptors
· Each student meets with a Block Advisor every 4th week

· Surgery students are observed in the OR 
· Surgery students are assigned case conference presentations and GI Rounds presentations
 Seminar Experiences:

· Surgery – Students attend weekly Morbidity & Mortality conferences, Surgical Grand Rounds, & service conferences (students prepare case presentations for Attendings and Residents on their service).

· Medicine – Students attend daily noon teaching conferences, including weekly Morbidity & Mortality conference & weekly Medicine Grand Rounds; Monday Chairman’s Rounds; Tuesday through Thursday Ward Attending Teaching Rounds.

· All students attend 15 weekly multidisciplinary didactic sessions every Wednesday from 8am-12pm.

 

Feedback schedule:
Medicine student CAS assessments will be reviewed a minimum of every 2 weeks.  Frequent reminders are sent to faculty/residents to complete evaluations.  Surgery Discipline Leader holds student oral evaluations every 8th week where faculty and residents verbally evaluate students on their service.  Surgery also uses Oral Exams.  Shelf exam scores are used for all students.
