Scholars Collaboration in Teaching and Learning
Focus:  Reviewing Six Steps to Curriculum Design to Prepare for the Summer
May 14, 2008
Rationale:

Even well-conceptualized and well-designed projects take a lot of time and work to implement successfully.  An eight-week summer fellowship is a short time to move a project forward.  In order to 1) move projects forward as much as possible this summer and 2) provide a meaningful experiences in educational scholarship, each SCTL group needs to plan the summer work schedule ahead of time.

Remember this story:  A person was sitting on the beach, slowly and deliberately filling a large glass container. First s/he placed rocks in the container; then stones; then pebbles; and finally sand.  An observer, assuming this was some ancient ritual, asked the person to explain what s/he was doing. S/he said, “If you don’t take care of the rocks first, they don’t fit in later.”
Objectives:

By the end of the session, each scholar will
1. note which of the 6 steps in curriculum development have been completed and which are yet to be done for his/her project.
2. write 3-5 project goals that will be accomplished this summer.
3. draft an initial timeline for the 8 week summer fellowship.
4. Discuss supporting literature for SCTL projects.
