Scholars Collaboration in Teaching and Learning
Focus:  Reflection and Evaluation of Progress over the Summer
August 13, 2008
Rationale:

Time outs are important in medicine to assess the current situation and be sure that any corrections can be made before an error occurs.  Time outs are opportunities for reflection and are also valuable in curriculum development – where are we; how is our process going; what re-calibrations are needed; do we need to revise outcome measures? 

This can be done by reviewing Glassick’s criteria for scholarship.  Is the project proceeding along each of Glassick’s standards:  clear goals, adequate preparation, appropriate methods, significant results, effective presentation, reflective critique?
Much work has gone on this summer for each project.  This first session of the fall is a time- out, a chance to reflect on how closely you are following Glassick’s criteria. It is a chance as well to begin a Scholarship in Teaching submission.
Objectives:

By the end of the session, each scholar will
1. Review Glassick’s six criteria of scholarship
2. Meet in project groups and begin to fill out the Scholarship in Teaching Application
3. Perform a reflective critique of your progress so far. Make a list of the parts of the project plan that now need revision, and ways to implement the revisions.
4. Draft a timeline for working on your project between August and December.
