Electronic IRB Submission and Review—iRIS™ Implementation 
Implementation of the Case Western Reserve University Cancer Institutional Review Board (Case Cancer IRB) electronic, web-based submission and review database provided by iMedRIS™ Data Corporation is underway.  This memo is to provide an update to all Case Cancer IRB users as to the progress that has been made and expected timeline for training and roll-out.  
Cancer research requiring IRB review will be submitted, reviewed and stored electronically in iRIS™, which will allow for an automated IRB submission, review and approval processes.  The use of iRIS™ is being used by not only the Case Cancer IRB, but also the Case Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (IACUC), and University Hospitals Case Medical Center IRB.  
With the help of Cancer Center Regulatory and IRB staff, beta-testing of the Case Cancer IRB submission process began in September and will continuing through this month.  The next phase of testing will include help from Cancer Center Investigators, Department Chairs, and IRB Members.  Beta testing for the entire electronic submission, review and approval process for an IRB New Review within iRIS™ is expected to be complete before the end of this year.  
Plans and dates for individual and/or group training, starting in January 2010, will be communicated and scheduled with all Case Cancer IRB users.  Training will involve the following groups: Principal Investigators, co-investigators, study coordinators/research personnel, department chairs, and IRB members.  Expected roll-out of iRIS™ for all New Reviews is expected to occur by March 2010.
